
Only failures of a size capable of inflicting some damage or injury should be reported.  Minor
limb failures should not be reported unless they were potentially dangerous.  Do not report
simple death of a tree or part of a tree unless it resulted in mechanical failure.  Trees
removed prior to failure should not be reported.

Note: A SEPARATE FORM SHOULD BE COMPLETED FOR EACH INDIVIDUAL FAILURE.  Inclusion of more than
one failure on a report prevents correlation of data unless all details are identical.
