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Figure 10  illustrates the most
abundant trees and the number
found within each survey unit.
Each full tree in the figure
corresponds to 2 million trees.
Tree species underscore each
cluster of trees. The size of
each tree is proportional to the
number of trees it represents.
Tree quantities less than
400,000 are not represented.
Each unit has its own suite of
trees due to the unit’s general
characteristics.
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
