The DNR Forest Service, Baltimore, and the Parks and People Foundation completed a Strategic Urban Forest Assessment for 
Baltimore; more than  2,000 trees were planted in 2002-03. The DNR Forest Service also helped complete a hemlock woolly adelgid 
assessment in Cunningham Falls State Park, which included tree care specifications, GIS maps, and a list of trees to be pruned or 
removed.

State Fire Assistance funds helped support a statewide fire management plan, fire prevention, community mitigation, and fire 
planning projects, installation of 97 dry hydrants, and training for 400 wildland firefighters. Volunteer Fire Assistance helped supply 
personal protection and communications equipment, convert Federal Excess Property to firefighting use, and establish dependable 
water supplies in 100 rural high-risk communities.

Forest operations on the 58,000-acre Chesapeake Forest will be certified soon. The Sustainable Forestry Initiative (SFI) and the 
Forest Stewardship Council completed certification audits on a major portion of the forest this summer. Final notification is expected 
soon, ushering in a new era of forest management in Maryland.

The Maryland Department of Agriculture treated more than 14,000 acres to suppress gypsy moths, mostly in eastern Maryland. 
Beech bark disease was detected for the first time; several infected trees were discovered in Garrett County in western Maryland.

Forest Legacy Program
A recently completed forestland assessment indicates the need for additional Forest Legacy Areas to protect forests threatened by 
conversion.

The Master Logger Program teaches the State’s 470 logging contractors how to meet environmental, safety, aesthetic, and 
economic goals while fulfilling landowner objectives. Loggers study best management practices, aesthetics, safety, first aid, and 
forest management. The leading Worker’s Compensation insurer reduced logger rates by 20 percent and sawmill rates by 10 percent 
for program graduates.
