The State’s Urban and Community Forestry Council and John Brown High School provided tree seedlings to NYC’s urban 
neighborhoods, and published NY’s Arbor Day curriculum, used at more than 36 NYC schools. Trees NY, the Department of Parks 
and Recreation, the DEC, and the Urban and Community Forestry Council are helping to replant trees lost to Asian longhorned 
beetles.

State Fire Assistance funds helped provide training for 400 wildland firefighters, 16 fire prevention and education programs, Personal 
Protective (PPE) and communications equipment, and 24 burns for hazardous fuels reduction. The Long Island Wildfire Academy 
trained 600 firefighters. Fire departments received $34,000 of Federal Excess Property. Volunteer Fire Assistance grants went to 893 
communities, training fire personnel in 90 townships.

The State is strongly supporting its private forest landowners by creating tougher penalties for timber theft.

The DEC augmented its Forest Health team to strengthen its capacity to respond to threatening native and invasive pests such as 
the hemlock woolly adelgid, Asian longhorned beetle, and forest tent caterpillar. This increases New York’s ability to gather and act 
upon information from ground and aerial surveys.

Forest Legacy Program
Developed a conservation easement specific to Forest Legacy projects that will speed up overall Forest Legacy land protection.

In the NYC watershed, economic action funding has attracted more than $2 million in private investments, helping to create an 
agroforestry training center, and supporting projects that have developed and strengthened 47 local forest products businesses. 
Forest stewardship, forestland retention, and watershed protection help make forestry profitable for landowners.
